
Kolby Rasmussen Flirts With Perfection 
 
Old Fort Gun Club's Kolby Rasmussen flirted with perfection Sunday September 21st at the 
Arkansas State Silhouette Rifle Championships held at the Benton Gun Club in Bryant, 
Arkansas.  Rasmussen, who is the reigning Arkansas State Standard Rifle Silhouette Champion 
and the current Intermediate Junior Standard and Hunter Rifle National Champion hit 33 targets 
in a row before barely missing his 34th en-route to firing a 36/40 and capturing his second State 
Championship in as many days. 
 
On Saturday, Rasmussen easily won the Arkansas State Standard Rifle Silhouette Championship 
firing a personal best 37 and following it up with a 32 for an aggregate of 69.  The 69 also 
secured him second place in the open division behind Texas' Bill Motl and Missouri's Cathy 
Winstead-Severin.  Winstead-Severin is also the current World Silhouette Rifle Champion and a 
2012 Olympic hopeful.  On Sunday in the Hunter Rifle Silhouette Rifle Championship, 
Rasmussen finished the morning match tied with Benton Arkansas' Greg Sullivan at 33.  
Rasmussen easily defeated Sullivan in the ensuing shoot-off and cruised to a decisive win by 
shooting a 36/40 for another 69/80 aggregate.  The 69/80 aggregate was good enough for 3rd 
overall with Winstead-Severin finishing second and Texas' Motl first.  Kolby also won high 
junior in both rifle championships. 
 
In total there were 7 shooters representing the Old Fort Gun Club at the State Silhouette 
Championships.  Terri Rasmussen finished 1st in B Class in Standard Rifle and was the winner of 
the B Class Trifecta Championship, which awards a custom shooting vest to the top gun in each 
class, using the combined totals of both Standard and Hunter Rifle classes from the Sunshine 
Classic held in Jacksonville Florida, the Southern Nationals held in Winnsboro Louisiana and the 
Midsouth Classic, which is also the Arkansas State Championship held in Bryant Arkansas.  
Sharon Rasmussen also had a good showing, finishing 2nd in B class in Hunter Rifle.  Michael 
Moody also did well, shooting a personal best of 31 in the Sunday morning match.  Other Old 
Fort Gun Club members participating in the match either as shooters or coaches/spotters were 
John Neihouse, Mallory Nichols, James McMahen, Henry Engrav, Ronald Rasmussen, Dale 
Rasmussen, and Jim McMahen.  Moral support team members were Doris Neihouse and 
Elizabeth McMahen.
